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Overview 
Methodology 

​
The National Iranian American Council (NIAC) commissioned Zogby Analytics to conduct a 
mixed-mode online and live-operator telephone survey of 505 Iranian Americans from February 
27–March 5. 
 
Telephone samples were randomly drawn from phone lists, voter registration files, and 
consumer databases, with up to four call attempts per number and scheduled callbacks when 
needed. Online respondents were randomly invited from vetted panels using secure, single-use 
survey links. 
 
Results were weighted using demographic benchmarks from census data, voter registration 
statistics, CIA Factbook data, and exit polls to reflect the population’s age, gender, region, party 
affiliation, and education. 
 
At a **95% confidence level, the **margin of error is ±4.4 percentage points**.

1. What is your position regarding the United States initiating a war on Iran? 

Iranian Americans are evenly divided on the United States initiating a war on Iran, with 49.3% 
opposing military action (29% strongly, 20.3% somewhat) and 48.9% supporting it (27.6% 
strongly, 21.3% somewhat), while 1.8% prefer not to answer.

1b. FOR RESPONDENTS WHO OPPOSE OF THE U.S. INITIATING WAR WITH IRAN ONLY  

What best describes why you oppose the United States initiating a war on Iran? [select 
up to two] 

Respondents who oppose the U.S. initiating war on Iran were asked to choose what two options 
best explain their opposition. The most common choice was that war will kill or injure innocent 
civilians (57%), followed by fears that war will destabilize the country and lead to more violence 
(42.5%), worsen the human rights situation (35.5%), and that it is unprovoked and illegal under 
international law (29.5%). Nearly a quarter (23.3%) indicated that war would entrench the 
Iranian government and strengthen hardliners.

1c. FOR RESPONDENTS SUPPORTIVE OF THE U.S. INITIATING WAR WITH IRAN ONLY 

What best describes why you support the United States initiating a war on Iran? [select 
up to two] 

Respondents who support the U.S. initiating war on Iran were asked to choose what two options 
best explain their support. The most common choice was that war would undermine the Iranian 
government and make regime change more likely (67.4%). This was followed by war would 
reduce threats posed by Iran’s nuclear and missile programs (45.6%), improve the human rights 
situation (44.3%), and that the U.S. must follow through to enforce its red lines (21%).

2. What is your position on the Israeli and U.S. attacks on Iran in June 2025, sometimes 
called the “12 Day War?” 

A narrow majority of Iranian Americans oppose the Israeli and U.S. attacks on Iran in June 
2025, sometimes referred to as the “12 Day War,” by a margin of 52.9% to 44.7%, with 2% 
preferring not to answer. Opposition includes 30.5% who strongly oppose and 22.4% who 
somewhat oppose the attacks, compared to 25.3% who strongly support and 19.4% who 
somewhat support them.

3. What is your position on diplomacy to reduce tensions between the U.S. and Iran? 

A strong majority of Iranian Americans support diplomacy to reduce tensions between the 
United States and Iran by a margin of 61.6% to 35.4%, with 3% preferring not to answer. 
Support includes 33% who strongly support diplomacy and 28.6% who somewhat support it, 
compared to 21.7% who strongly oppose and 13.7% who somewhat oppose it.

3a. FOR RESPONDENTS WHO OPPOSE DIPLOMACY 

What best describes why you oppose diplomacy? [Select up to two] 

Respondents who oppose diplomacy to reduce tensions between the United States and Iran 
were asked to choose what two options best explain their opposition. The most common choice 
was that diplomacy would not reduce threats posed by Iran’s nuclear and missile programs 
(42%). Others say diplomacy would worsen the lives of the Iranian people (40.9%), strengthen 
the Islamic Republic (35.9%), or worsen the human rights situation inside Iran (33.1%). Others 
chose that diplomacy would weaken the Islamic Republic (17.3%) or undermine American 
credibility and red lines (13.8%).

3b. FOR RESPONDENTS WHO SUPPORT DIPLOMACY 

What best describes why you support diplomacy? [Select up to two]. 

Respondents who support diplomacy to reduce tensions between the United States and Iran 
were asked to choose what two options best explain their support. The most common choice 
was that diplomacy would improve the human rights situation inside Iran (42.5%). Others say 
diplomacy can stop the war (40.4%), improve the lives of the Iranian people (35.9%), or reduce 
threats posed by Iran’s nuclear and missile programs (30.1%). Others chose that diplomacy 
would strengthen the Islamic Republic (18.8%) or weaken it (14.6%).

4. What do you think is the best U.S. approach to support the Iranian people? [Select up 
to two] 

Given a wide array of options and asked to choose what two U.S. approaches would best 
support the Iranian people, Iranian Americans most commonly chose that the U.S. should 
engage in diplomacy to stop the war and reduce tensions (35.5%). A similar share chose that 
the U.S. should pursue regime change in Iran (34.5%). Other choices include pressuring Iran to 
improve its human rights record (26.2%), lifting sanctions on Iran (23.8%), finding ways to 
counter internet blackouts in Iran (21.6%), continuing the war against Iran (19.1%), maintaining 
and increasing sanctions (10%), and that the U.S. should not seek to help the Iranian people 
(8.1%). 
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
